the Scope of the Convention

e Assessment whether the hazardous
chemicals meet the criteria of Annex I

e Determination of the maximum amounts
of the hazardous substances

e Determination of the consequences of a

nossible industrial accident and the

nrobability of transboundary effects




Scope of the Convention

e List of all establishments with hazardous substances
onsite
e Exclusion criteria (Art. 2.2.)

Nuclear accidents or radiological emergencies;
Military installations;

Dam failures, with the exception of the effects of
industrial accidents caused by such failures;

Land-based transport accidents with the exception of:
o Emergency response to such accidents;
o Transportation on the site of the hazardous activity;
Accidental release of genetically modified organisms;

Accidents caused by activities in the marine environment,
including seabed exploration or exploitation;

Spills of oil or other harmful substances at sea

Location criteria

e Location of the establishment
e 15 km for air path

e flowing period of two days of average
flow velocity
e If significant differences between winter

and summer period flow rates exist, the
accident scenarios should reflect this
